Hillsborough County Anti Drug Alliance
General Membership Minutes
May 23, 2011
Call to Order:
Sonya Bufe/ Chair opened the meeting at 1:07 pm. Introductions were made. Sonya asked if there were any corrections to the minutes from the March 21, 2011 general membership meeting. Hearing none, Sonya asked for a motion to approve. Rich Woytowich motioned for approval of the minutes, seconded by Sue Carrigan and unanimously approved. 

Presentation of the Mark Studstill Award of Excellence
Marci Lippincott presented the 4th annual Mark Studstill Award of Excellence. Helen Justice, Executive Director of DUI Counterattack, HCADA Board member and Chair of the HCADA Prescription Drug Abuse Task Force, received the award. Marci Lippincott and Joucy Alvarez-Diodonet spoke about Helen’s tireless service to the community and her passion and dedication to the mission of prevention and treatment of substance abuse in Hillsborough County. Jane Studstill, Mark’s wife attended as well as his daughters. Thanks to Marci Lippincott and Goodwill for continuing the tradition of the Mark Studstill Award since 2008.

HCADA Business
Director’s Report
Cindy Grant discussed the Hillsborough Prevention Collaborative (HPC) and said that Ellen Snelling and Cindy have been attending the HPC meetings and Cindy is a member of the HPC Substance Abuse Committee. Cindy has met with Bob Holm, Becky Todd, Jan MacLeod, and Charles Mendez III to update them on HCADA’s activities and work in the community, and she expressed HCADA’s desire assist/ help train HPC on the SARG process since HCADA is experienced in SARG and has completed two logic models and community action plans over the past 5 years. Cindy has been appointed to the 2nd Vice Chair position for the Florida Coalition Alliance (FCA), a statewide organization of substance abuse prevention coalitions, and she will represent HCADA in the FCA. 

Cindy stated that HCADA is looking for office space and must have a new office location soon. SARG Priorities 1 and 2 have been updated and sent to CFBHN. She is updating SARG Priority 3, related to substance abuse and juvenile crime and the logic model was discussed and presented at the HCADA general membership meeting. Cindy will send to the State for approval.

Grants/ Fundraising
HCADA Director Cindy Grant stated that HCADA applied for the Hillsborough County Collegiate Success STOP grant. The STOP grant funding is $50,000 for two years, and may be renewable for three more years. DACCO also applied for the Hillsborough STOP grant and is competing with HCADA. Cindy said that the Prevention Partnership for Success grant RFP has not been released yet.  HCADA intends to apply for this grant once the RFP is released.  HCADA is also eligible for state prevention funding from DCF through CFBHN. 12% of state prevention funding will be awarded from CFBHN to Suncoast District coalitions to use for community process. The community process funding available for Hillsborough County is approximately $171,000. Cindy discussed fundraising and passed around a sign-up sheet for anyone interested in participating on the committee. The following HCADA members signed up for the fund raising committee: Rich Woytowich, Sue Carrigan, Ellen Snelling, Carol Jolly, Laurie Ellston, Dottie Groover-Skipper. Please let Cindy know if you want to join this group.
Financials
Rich Woytowich updated the membership on the HCADA financial report for April 2011.
Prescription Drug Abuse Task Force
Helen Justice discussed the pill mill legislation and will provide a summary legislative update document regarding pill mill regulation bills and the PDMP to be sent out to the HCADA group. The PDMP is expected to go “live” in October 2011. Helen Justice provided a Prescription Drug Abuse Update PowerPoint presentation to University Community Hospital Office Managers Council meeting for office mangers, nurses and physicians on May 12th and it was well received.
Tampa Alcohol Coalition
Ellen Snelling reported that TAC attended the HCSO SAVE Vendor Recognition presentation at the SPT Forum on March 29. The last TAC meeting in May featured presentations on “Ten Years of TAC” and the AAA PROMise program to prevent underage drinking and DUI during the prom and graduation season. TAC recognized Bob Ruday, Dean of Students at UT, who is retiring at the end of May. Bob has been a member of TAC from the beginning in 2001 and has been active in efforts to reduce college student drinking locally as well as statewide and nationally. The next meeting will be held on June 21 at TPD.

Tobacco Prevention Partnership Hillsborough
Laurie Ellston reported that Commissioner Hagen spoke at Hillsborough County’s SWAT countywide event on May 2.  Over 75 SWAT youth and advisors attended this event and were recognized for their wonderful work during the 2010-2011 school year.  They are working on a resolution for Hillsborough County against these products and possibly an ordinance in the future. TFPH worked with Channel 10 and ACS to organize a Stomp It Out contest open to any middle school or high school student in Hillsborough or Pinellas County.  The winners of the poster and PSA contest appeared on Channel 10.  Over 2400 community members voted on the PSA and poster contest.  Both winners came from Sickles High School Hillsborough SWAT participated in Sandblast SWAT event in Pinellas County on April 16.
Marijuana Task Force    
Ellen Snelling reported that the HCADA Marijuana Task Force has been initiated and met in March and April.  The Task Force formed based on concerns about the increase in marijuana use and decrease in perception of harm among Hillsborough County HS students according to the 2010 FYSAS. Judge Espinosa said that more studies are needed to know the extent of long term use health effects of marijuana. Marijuana use is increasingly associated with DUI. Renee Muratti said that medical marijuana has been used as defense in DUI cases. Ellen and Cindy said that the Task Force will obtain more data on marijuana consequences such as from emergency departments, treatment agencies, etc.
New Business
Cindy mentioned the training offered by CFBHN presented by nationally known speaker Dennis Embry on June 8-9.



Old Business
DEA Drug Take Back April 30th
HCADA collaborated with HCSO, TPD and Sweetbay Supermarkets to participate in the DEA national prescription drug Take Back on April 30th. HCADA purchased 4 Operation Medicine Cabinet banners for the take back event. Attorney General Pam Bondi attended the event and press conference and there was great media coverage.
